· Detailed curriculum vitae that covers experience since graduation, indicating the levels of responsibility held as a professional in that applicable registration category to the time of this application.
· Certified copies of educational qualifications.

· Record of Continuing Professional Development (CPD).
· References from at least two persons who have a personal knowledge of your competence as a registered person in your applicable registration category.
In the recognition of the professional standing on the International Register, ECSA will allow the stream lined process consisting of:

· Minimal scrutiny of academic qualifications and professional development
· A professional review in which the applicant must demonstrate that he/she is:
· proficient at a level appropriate to professional practice, 
· has knowledge of legislative and technical conditions applicable to his or her field of practice in South Africa,
· has the language proficiency adequate for practice in South Africa and meets any other requirements specified in terms of the applicable international competency agreement.
